At least eight-one people are reported to have died during a fire in a handicraft factory in southern
China. Most of the victims died of suffocation{ZE &) as they tired to escape from a three-story factory a
few kilometers from China’s border with Hong Kong. The factory managers locked windows to guard a-
gainst theft and failed to meet demands from fire authorities for improved safety standards. Strong winds
and lack of water made it difficult for fire-fighters to put it out.
