Welch worked with her
husband on another book called Dalai’s Character that was published in 1942 (3)At the age of
23, Dr. Welch undertook a field study in the south Pacific. Her experiences resulted in her
writing of a highly popular book Coming an Age Simila published in 1928.(4)Dr. Welch’s
interests and writing sent her down on religions. She worked at the department of
anthropology at American museums of natural history from 1926 through the end of her life.(5)

It
doesn’t matter how personal the matter may be.
People don’t trust the press the way they used to. In most cases, stories are sensationalized in
order to attract more public attention. Some papers can think that the simplest are not true.(9)
In many papers, if a correction has to be made, it’s usually buried among
advertisements. I received hundreds of letters from people asking me, “How do you know
what's true in the press these days?” 1 find it difficult to respond sometimes. 1 told them that
there are good newspapers, and serious, responsible and honest reporters. Don’t judge all of
us by the standards of bad ones. (10) Unless the guys on the top, the editors and the news
editors take firm action, pretty soon no one is going to believe anything they read in the
papers and see on the television news.
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
