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Abstract

1644 A.D., Manchu intruded the Cathay, and founded the last feu-
dal dynasty in history of China, the Aixinjueluo Empire, which last 268
years. For fear of the perdition of the Empire like the Great ] created by
the Nuzhen Nationality, the dynasts of the Qing Dynasty set up many cul-
tural and administrative institution to preserve and heighten the level of
the culture of their own nationality. Manchu Feast-Han Feast, which was
promulgated in the 23rd year of the Kangxi Dynasty , was one of the cas-
es. Manchu Feast consisted of six grades and prevailed till the last phase of
the Qing Dynasty as a state banquet system. With the foundation of the
Dynasty’s ceremony-feast system, the feast’s intercommunication among
the officialdom came into being. The system was not restricted by the Dy-
nasty’ s ceremony-feast system, it distinguished itself by freedom, exag-
geration, luxury and becarmme the most honourable feast appealing almost
the whole society. As the cultural phenomenon proper to the Chinese His-
tory, the Manchu Feast— Han Feast, Manchu—Han Feast and the Over-
all Manchu — Han Feast came forth. The three different historical forms
had been gone with the history of the Qing Dynasty, from prosperity to
decadency, they reflected the changes of the Manchu Culture from the
17th century to the beginning of the 20th century; reflected the permeat-
ing current of the Manchu and Han as well as the whole Chinese Nation.
This book observes the historical phenomenon of Overall Manchu — Han
Feast from the macrohistorical perspective, and demontrate the tracks of
the historical phenomenon by a mass of full and accurate data. What is
more, it deeply revealed the evolvement of the Overall Manchu — Han
Feast after the Qing Dynasty.
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
