: No, money is in two kinds, one is hard currency money and the

other is paper money which is made of paper. The former is called
coins, which may be made of gold, silver, copper, nickel, alu-
minium. . . Nowadays, metals are usually used as alloy, and gold
coin is used as commemorative one, not a means of circulation,
such as the Giant Panda Gold Coin minted by China in honour of

the world famous giant pandas, which live only in China.

: I see. It seems that the value of coins is smaller, for example,

fifty-cent coin, ten-cent coin, one-yuan coin, one-cent coin and

five-cent piece, etc.

: You are right. According to monetary system, they are called frac-

tional currency except one-yuan coin. And both one-yuan coin or




Sr:

and is produced by every sovereign country. Ancther term for paper
money is “note” or “banknote”, which is actually a kind of fiat
fiduciary money and can’t be exchanged into gold. For example,
We say five-yuan note, a twenty-cent note. In American English,
“bill” is another term, In American slang, you may hear “a hun-
dred dollar bill” or “a buck”, or “ten bucks” or “green-back” or

“long green” or “folding money” .

. What’s cash?

Cash is really a common temm including currency, coins and paper
money, which is issued by the central bank of a country. American
people also say “dough” for cash, We always say a dollar note
(bank note), a five-pound note, a hundred RMB yuan note. If
you use fifty-yuan note to buy something which is worth less than
fifty-yuan, the assistant will return your change, which are in
cash.

Does all business transactions between enterprises use cash?

: Not all of them. The firms usually use fiduciary money for their

business, such as commercial paper, bank check, bank draft or

bill of exchange and promissory note.

S,: There are lot of things about money to leam. Is the word “money”

used in other ways?
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T. Yes, sometimes, we say “big money” means a large amount of
money, and “gg_od money  means a high salary.

S;: Well, one proverb says: “Money makes the mare go.” or we say
“money talks” .

S,: The word “money” is uncountable, isn’t it?

T: Yes. When we ask the price of some goods, we say: ‘‘How much
is it?”

S;: Can we use money in its plural form?

T: Yes, we can, but it’s not the same word, it’s spelled monies or
moneys, Which means an amount of money. For example, public
monies and tax monies.
