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Abstract

The Administrative Law Science is compiled by theorists of this
field from over ten universities and concrete departments, based on
the general objection of “ The Basic Academic Requirements of the
Core Courses of Law Majors in National Higher Education” and
“The Text Compiling Plan of Law Majors” issued by the Nation
Ministry of Education; focused on the pedagogical characteristics and
training objectives of talents of undergraduates of law majors, bor-
rowed and absorbed the administrative law practices and the latest
achievements in scientific research. It is divided into five parts,
twenty-eight chapters.

This book articulates the basic theories and systems of adminis-
trative law science(including administrative litigation law), system-
atically and scientifically, as mainly include the following contents:
(1) the fundamentals and principles of administrative law science;
(2) overview of the development of administrative law and adminis-
trative law science; (3) the general theory of administrative law sub-
ject and administrative law organs, organizations authorized by law
and regulations, civil service; (4) the general theory and position of

private party; (5) the general theory of administrative act and proce-
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dure, as such: legislation, affirmation, imposition, punishment, en-
forcement, contract, guidance, examination, immediate enforce-
ment, reconsideration, adjudication and arbitration of administra-
tion; (6) the general theory and systemns of administrative liability,
illegality, inappropriateness, indemnity and supervision over public
administration; (7) the general theory and fundamental principles of
administrative litigation; (8) scope, jurisdiction, participants, evi-
dence, procedures, application of law, incidental civil action and in-
demnity action of administrative litigation; (9) foreign administra-
tive litigation.

Theoretically speaking, this book is highly systematized and
generalized; practically speaking, it is highly directed and practical
value; in contents, it reflects the distinct characteristics in adminis-
trative law, such as the developing characteristics and the epoch char-
acteristics. In addition, this book is somewhat new and original in

structure and stylistic rules and layout.
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
