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8. A DOGFIGHT

On September 21, 1937, a dogfight took place over Taiyuan, Shansi with four Chinese fighters um»m,:un twenty enemy
planes. One Chinese plane was shot down by an overwhelmingly large number of enemy planes. The remaining three
saw the misfortune of their comrade, and fought with grimmer determination. Finally, Lieut. Chen Chi Kwang brought
down the leading plane of the enemy squadron, thus eliminating the much vaunted career of Z&.o.,_. Miwa 'Hiroshi, sup-

posed to be a Japanese air ace, and at the same time putting the other Japanese planes to flight.
