ABSTRACT

The period of Anti-Japanese War (1937 - 1945) is one of
the most important period for the modern history of China. The
Nanjing Republic Government and the KMT earned great
diplomatic achievements. They not only gained the victory in
the battle, but also became one of the four strongest countries
in the world. Lots of scholars worked over Chinese diplomacy
history in 1937 - 1945, except the diplomatic regime of the
eight years.

The book based on some published and unpublished
documents in the mainland and Taipei, made a thorough
investigation of the related institutions and departments, and
analyzed some representative cases. By correcting some
mistaken historical facts and clearing some obscure ones with
the help of the first-hand materials, the framework of
diplomatic regime of the Nanjing Republic Government became
more accurate,

After analyzing the characters of the regime. the books
would like to do more in reconstructing the impersonal meteyard
and the new theory of the modern diplomatic history of China.

The books approached the regime from different angels such as
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the analyzing of cases, and the thoughtway of the elite under
the leader of Chiang Kai-shek in the Nanjing Republic
Government.
