In 1979, Nanjing presented a couple of ornamental columns to Nagoya
which is the friendly 'city of Nanjing. Nagoya decided to settle the orna-
mental columns in the Nanjing Square which had been planned in a park
in the city center. This couple of ornamental columns are the imitations of
the form of the art treasures in the Southern Liang Dynasty which are pre-

served in Qixia District of Nanjing.
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Fang Hua Park in Munich,
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When China first took part in the large-scale international gardening
exhibition, Fang Hua Park was the Chinese Garden in it. It caused a sen-
sation for its strong national features, consummate garden—making technique
and perfect image of garden art. It achieved success.

This park carries forward the excellent forms of the traditional Chinese
mountain and water garden. It has both the quiet, secluded and tortuous
style of the garden on the Yangtze Delta and the open, clear, lucid and
lively style of the garden in the south of the Five Ridges. Many kinds of
Chinese garden —making technique are used flexibly and skillfully in the
park whose area is only 540 square meters. The style of “few with
essence” and “gorgeousness without vulgar’constitute the architectural and

natural beauty of the whole park. It was completed in October 1982.

1984 with the height of 5.78 meers and the span of 9.752 meters.
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
