1. What are the differences between Britain and the British Isles, Great
Britain, England, the United Kingdom and British Commonwealth?

(1) The British Isles, Great Britain, England are all geographical
names. They are not the official name of the country.

(2)The British Isles are made up of two large islands and hundreds of
small ones. The two large islands are Great Britain and Ireland.

(3) The official name of the country is the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Northern Ireland. But it is too much of a mouthful to say such a
long name for a country, so people just say Britain, the United Kingdom or
simply UK.

(4)Britain is made up of England, Scotland, Wales and Northem Ire-
land, among which England is the largest, most populous and the richest
section in Britain. So people tend to use “England” when they mean
“Britain” .

(5)British Commonwealth is a free association of independent countries
that were once colonies of Britain. Member nations are joined together eco-
nomically and have certain trading arrangements .

2. Describe the geographical position of Britain .

(1) Britain is an island country, surrounded by the sea. It lies in the
North Atlantic Ocean off the north coast of Europe.

(2) The English Channel in the south and the North Sea in the east
separates it from the rest of Europe.

(3) 1t lies between latitude SO to 60 degrees north.



3. Whereabouts in Great Britain are mostly highland and lowland?

(1)The north and west of Britain are mainly highlands.

(2) The east and southeast are mostly lowlands.

4. Does Britain have a favourable climate? Why?

(1)Yes. It has a favourable climate.

{2)Because it has a maritime climate — winters are mild, not too cold
and summers are cool, not too hot, and it has a steady reliable rainfall
throughout the whole year.

(3) The difference in temperature between winter and surmmer is not
high.

5. What are the factors that influence the climate is Britain? Which part
of Britain has the most rainfall and which part is the driest?

(1) There are three main factors that influence the climate in Britain.
a. Britain is an island country. It is surrounded by the seawator. The sea-
water can balance the seasonal differences by heating up the land in winter
and cooling it off in summer. b. The prevailing southwest winds or the
Westerlies blow over the country all the year round bringing warm and wet
air and keeping the temperatures moderate. ¢. The North Atlantic Drift is a
warm current, which passes the west coast of the British Isles and warms
them .

(2)The northwestern part of Britain has the most rainfall, which is over
2000 mm. The southeast winds blow over Britain all the year round bringing
warm and wet air from the Atlantic Ocean. The warm and wet air rises,
climbs the highland and the mountains in the west and northwest, becomes
colder and the causes heavy rainfull.

(3) There is not so much rainfall in the east and south because after
climbing over the highlands and mountains, the air gets warmer and drier
when it descends and does not give much rain. The south eastem part of
Britain is thus the driest.
