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Abstract

In this dissertation, both the historical cultural origins and
the historical evolution of the theological ideas in ancient Greece
are explored.

texts in ancient Greece. The whole dissertation is divided into
two parts.

In the first part, both the historical cultural origins and
the implications of the theological ideas of mythology in ancient
Greece are mainly concerned. The intention of theology poets’
writing and their characteristics of mythology thinking are dis-
cussed in very concrete forms after the poems and relative texts
of Homer and Hesiod being analysed through the method of cul-
tural reductionism. In the detailed discussion the author first
chooses the tmages of gods such as Zeus, Hades, Eros,
Athena, Apollo, Dionysus to be explained in the terms of their
cultural implications and the theological ideas they manifest,
and then makes a careful study of god ideas, spectre ideas, Eros

ideas, city-state ideas, sophia ideas and carnival ideas. The au-
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thor’ s argument in this part is that the theology of mythology
in ancient Greece not only expresses the features of religious
culture but also manifests the characteristics of social culture.
In the second part, the basic ideology and cultural implica-
tions characteristic of theology of reason in ancient Greece are
considered. An emphasis in this part is given to the Greek
thinker theological ideas and soul thoughts through the method
of deduction. The author presents a brief account of four his-
torical stages in the development of theology of reason in an-
cient Greece and examines in great detail the theological ideas of
Miletus, Pythagoras, Heracletus, Elea, Empedocles, Socrates,
Plato and Aristotles. The author finally hold argues that the
very close links between the Greek thinker theological ideas and
their own cosmos ideas, scientific views, epistemology, ontolo-
gy, hightest good could be round in the analysis or their theo-
logical ideas and their soul thoughts, Those theological ideas
and soul thoughts actually reflects an inclination to reconcile
something among ends, ends of science and ends of highest
good. In short, the author shows some values characteristic of

the theological ideas in the historical development of the theo-

logical ideas.
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
