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Huang Zun Xian (A. D. 1948-1905), born at Jiaying (i.e. Meizhou
City today) of Guangdong Province in the Qing Dynasty, is honoured
as an outstand diplomat, enlightening thinker, reformer and famous po-
et in the modern times of China, and above all a patriot in the regards of
preserving the sovereignty and the dignity of his motherland during his
life time, he successively served as Counsellor in Japan and Britain, and
Consul General in USA and Singapore for the Qing Dynasty. It is He
who first introduced the Western progessive ideas and thinking, and the
Meiji Reform that successfully had taken place in Japan.
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
