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Introduction

Proceeding from the vision of a world city, the Research on the Rural and Urban
Spatial Development Planning for Greater Beijing Region (Beijing, Tianjin and Hebei)
has absorbed much from the international experience and lessons. With a holistic conception,
the research covers many issues, including strategic role, regional function and spatial lay-
out for urban development, and a mechanism of coordination and cooperation. The research
proposes to build a world city and to promote the prosperity and healthy development of the
Greater Beijing Region. This subject has important theoretical and realist implications.

Research on the Rural and Urban Spatial Development Planning for Greater Beijing
Region (Beijing, Tianjin and Hebei) is a major research subject of the Ninth Five-year
Key Project of the National Natural Science Foundation: Basic Theory and Paradigm for the
Sustainable Development of China’ s Human Settlements, as well as the scientific research
project of the Ministry of Construction and 985 Project of Tsinghua University in 2000.

More than two hundred experts of multiple disciplines and from over 10 institutions
in Beijing, Tianjin and Hebei directly participated in the research, which has lasted for two
years. Communication and exchange at all levels structure a community of science. This is
one of the Jarge-scaled important regional plannings in China and a successful exploration
under the regional planning methodology.

This book is intended for the reference of professionals engaged in regional develop-
ment, rural and urban planning research and practice, administrators of planning and construc-

tion, competent government authorities and teachers and students from institutions of higher

learning.
