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Mastering TOEFL Vocabulary

ENGLISH ABSTRACT

This book is composed mainly of eight previously published
articles, five on TOEFL vocabulary and three on English
vocabulary in general. Through these articles the author aims to
provide the reader a more efficient approach to the learning of
TOEFL vocabulary while acquainting him with the latest trends
as well as future developments of its testing. Treated in these
articles are also minor subjects, such as the know-how of
achieving high scores and avoiding pitfalls in the test and a
few practical tips for mastering English vocabulary. In this
respect, this book could be considered a breakthrough, because
TOEFL vocabulary books written in Chinese so far have been
either mere compilations of seemingly more important English
words, or adapted translations of Japanese books which originally
dealt with English vocabulary in general without any specific
reference to TOEFL. Appended to the book are 36 original
TOEFL vocabulary tests from May, 1980 to October, 1989,
The reader is advised to use them constantly as reference material
so that he may better understand the subjects discussed in the
preceding articles.
