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Summary

1.This summary outlines the major indexes and important
changes of China’s agricultural and rural economic development
in 2002 described in the chapters, and makes some forecasts
about the agricultural and rural economic situation in 2003.

2.In 2002, rural sectors produced 49 .2 percent of China's
GDP (in current price, the same below), decreased by 0.7 per
cent from that of the previous year. Of China’s GDP, agricul-
ture accounted for 14.5 percent, decreased by 0.7 per cent;
rural secondary industry for 23.1 percent, increased by 0.1 per
cent; rural tertiary for 11.5 percent, decreased by 0.2 per
cent.

3.1In 2002, China’s GDP increased by 8 percent. Of the
growth rate of GDP, rural sectors contributed 3.27 points and
accounted for 40.9 percent of the whole growth, decreased by
1.9 per cent from the previous year. In rural sectors, agricul-
ture contributed 5.2 percent to GDP growth, decreased by 0.5
per cent from the previous year; rural secondary industry con-
tributed 30.2 percent, increased by 0.7 per cent; rural tertiary
industry contributed 5.4 percent, decreased by 2.1 per cent.

4.1In 2002, total value of retail sales of consumer goods in

counties and areas below counties was 1501 .3 billion yuan, in-
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creased hy 6.8 percent than the previous year. It accounted for
36.7 percent of whole society’s total value of retail sales of con-
sumer goods, decreased by (0.7 per cent.

5.1In 2002, output of grain was 457.1 million tons, in-
creased by 4.48 million tons, 1 percent higher than that of the
previous year. Of which, output of rice was 175.73 million
tons, decreased by 1 percent; output of wheat was 89.33 mil-
lion tons, decreased by 4.8 percent; output of corn was 124
million tons, increased by 9 percent; output of soybean was
16.9 million tons, increased by 10 percent.

6.1In 2002, output of mcat was 65.9 million tons, 4 per-
cent higher than the previous year; output of aquatic products
was 45.13 million tons, increased by 3 percent.

7.1In 2002, arable farming structure was further adjusted.
The area sown to grain decreased by 2.09 million ha. , a reduc-
tion of 2 percent; the area sown to cotton decreased by 0.63
million ha., a reduction of 13 percent; the area sown to veg-
etables increased by 0.88 million ha., a growth of 5.4 per-
cent; the area sown to sugar crops increased by 0.15 million
ha., a growth of 8.8 percent. In 2002, agricultural products
of high quality for special purposes further developed. Area
sown to early rice of high quality accounted for 66 percent of
whole area sown to early rice, increased by 6 per cent than that
of the previous year. Area sown to wheat of high quality for
special purposes accounted for 31 percent of whole area sown to
wheat, increased by 7 per cent. Area sown to corn of high
quality for special purposes accounted for 26 percent of whole
area sown to corn, increased by 4 per cent. Area sown to high
quality rapeseed accounted for 62 percent of whole area sown to
rapeseed, increased by 6 per cent.

8.In 2002, value added of farming, forestry, animal hus-



bandry, and fishery reached 1488.3 billion yuan, increased by
2.9 percent in real term, and this growth rate is 0.1 per cent
higher than that of the previous year. Of the value added of
farming, forestry, animal husbandry, and fishery, arable
farming accounted {or 38.7 percent, a reduction of 0.6 per
cent; forestry and animal husbandry accounted for 4.5 and 26
percent, a growth of 0.2 and 0.4 per cent respectively; fishery
accounted for 10.8 percent, kept the same as that of the previ-
ous year.

9.1In 2002, of the value added of rural sectors, agriculture
accounted for 30.5 percent, 2.3 per cent lower than the previ-
ous year; the secondary industry accounted for 52.9 percent, |
per cent higher; the tertiary industry accounted for 16.6 per-
cent, 1.3 per cent higher.

10.In 2002, value added of township and village enter-
prises (TVEs) reached 3180 billion yuan, increased by 8.3
percent. Of which, value added of industry was 2200 billion
yuan, increased by 8.5 percent. In 2002, the sum of profit
(TVEs) was 720 billion yuan, increased by 7.3 percent; the
sum of taxes was 250 billion yuan, increased by 8.3 percent;
the business income was 12580 billion yuan, increased by 7.9
percent; the value of exports was 1050 billion yuan, increased
by about 10 percent.

11.In 2002, of the rural laborers, agriculture accounted
for 64.2 percent, down 2.3 per cent, the secondary industry
accounted for 19 percent, up 0.8 per cent; the tertiary indus-
try accounted for 16.8 percent, up 1.5 per cent. In 2002, the
employees of TVEs were 132 million, 2 million more than the
previous year. In 2002, 13.49 million rural laborers were
transferred out; the number of farmers working outside of their

residence went up substantially, 12.2 percent larger than the
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previous year.

12.From January to November of 2002, the sum of im-
port and export of agricultural products reached 27.2 billion US
dollar, increased by 9.2 percent than that of the corresponding
period of the previous year. Of which, the value of export of a-
gricultural products was 16.1 billion US dollar, 13 percent
more than the corresponding period of the previous year; the
value of import of agricultural products was 11.1 billion US
dollar, 4 percent more than the corresponding period of the
previous year. Favorable balance of agricultural product trade
was 4.95 billion US dollar, 41 percent more than the corre-
sponding period of the previous year.

13.Till the end of 2002, the balance of all loans in Rural
Credit Cooperatives was 1393.7 billion yuan, increased by
196.6 billion yuan or 16.4 percent. Of the balance of all loans
in Rural Credit Cooperatives, the balance of TVEs Loans was
504.1 billion yuan, increased by 25 billion yuan than that of
the corresponding period of the previous year and accounted for
36.2 percent; the balance of agriculture loans was 557.9 billion
yuan, increased by 116.2 billion yuan and accounted for 40
percent. It was the first time for the proportion of balance of a-
griculture loans to exceed that of TVEs loans. In 2002, the in-
crement of agricultural loans accounted for 60 percent of loans
increment of Rural Credit Cooperatives.

14.1n 2002, the growth rate of farmers’ net income kept
on picking up. Farmers’ net income per capita was 2476 yuan,
increased by 109 yuan or 4.8 percent in real term. Of which,
income from agriculture was 1135 yuan, increased by 8 yuan or
0.8 percent; income from non — agriculture was 1341 yuan, in-
creased by 100 yuan or 11 percent. Nearly all the increment of

income derived from non — agriculture in this year. Wage —
