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ABSTRACT

The book, Limits of the Law, probes into the elements effecting
the realization of law. With development of the law system, it becomes
a key problem how to realize the law and rights, and how to eliminate
a series of factors, which form the gap between the law and reality
with a result that the law is not applied entirely. There are five
chapters, or five topics in this book to discuss factors that influence the
realization of law.

Chapter 1 discusses the foundation of law realization, i.e.
establishment of fundamental basis and independence of the law. One
basic character of modern society is rule of law, which law occupies a
basic place in social life. Otherwise, it is difficult to realize law
properly in society. And independence of the law is prerequisite of the
law realization.

Chapter 2 is about the interpretation of law, which is the carrier
of the realization of law. From this point, literal rules become reality
realizing their function of social management, which needs to unify the
stableness of rule and mobility of social life, abstract rule and diversity
of real practice.

Chapter 3 concerns factors influencing the realization of law, e.g.
different stages of statute law have difference requires on law,
otherwise, ideology tradition of law, uncertainty of the law, and self-

discipline influence realization of the law, which come down to the
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basement of concept, rule, and ideology.

Chapter 4 elucidates the importance of economic law in law
realization. When the relation between government and market is not
clear in basic law, economic law that deals with the government and
market is playing important role in economic departments. The
example is competition law and antimonopoly law.

Chapter 5 is on international law, especially the WTO rules,
which cannot been left in discussing the realization of domestic law,
and economic law in particular. In a more opening condition, it is
necessary to combine the factors of domestic law and international law
together for the development and realization of domestic law.
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
