INSTRUCTIONS FOR
PREQUALIFICATION

1. The (Name of Borrower) has received / ap-

plied for a loan / credit from the World Bank / IDA in various currencies equivalent to US

tends to apply a portion of the proceeds of this loan / credit to eligible payments under the

Contract for which prequalification is now being undertaken.

2. The Works to be carried out under the Contract are described in the Description of
Works, Appendix A attached, wherein the major items and quantities from the preliminary
Bill of Quantities, minimum size of Contract an applicant must be qualified to perform and
time schedule for the prequalification process are provided.

3. The applicant is to assign each major element of the Works as outlined in the Descrip-
tion of Works to a party responsible for its performance, whether said party is itself, a joint
venture partner, or a subcontractor. Assignments are to be made by firm name and the quali-
fications of the assigned party provided in sufficient detail for determining its performance
and financial qualifications for such work.

4. Prequalification is open to applicants from all eligible source countries as defined un-
der the “Guidelines for Procurement”of the World Bank.

5. To be eligible for prequalification and subsequently to bid for the Contract, applicants
shall provide evidence satisfactory to the Employer of their eligibility under Clause 4 above,
and of their capability and adequacy of resources to carry out the Contract effectively.

To this end, all applicants for prequalification must submit to following information, us-
ing the attached forms or computer printout in the same form where applicable:

(a) identity, structure and organization of the applicant, including copies of the original
documents defining the constitution or legal status, place of registration and principal place of
business of the company or firm or partnership or, if a joint venture, of each party thereto;

(b) details of the experience and past performance of the applicant, including each party
to a joint venture, on works of a similar nature within the past five years, and details of cur-
rent work in hand and other contractual commitments;

(c) details of major items of construction equipment available for use in carrying out the
Contract;

(d)the qualifications and experinence of key personnel available for administraction and
execution of the Contract, both on and off site;

(e)details of any propsed subcontracting arrangements for major elements of the Works,
including proposed subcontractors and their experience and qualifications to perform the
work;

(f) audited financial statements of the applicant or of each party to a joint venture, for
the past two years, and an estimated financial projection for the next two years, and an au-
thority from the applicant to seek references from the applicant’s bankers;and

(g) information regarding any current litigation in which the applicant is and was in-
volved during the past two years.

6. For the purposes of the Contract, prequalification of applicants shall be based on
proven ability, as evidenced by past performance, to meet the required performance standards
set out in Attachment I for the major items in the preliminary Bill of Quantities and any addi-
tional criteria set out in Attachment II.

When the application is submitted by an orgahization comprising several self—contained
subsidiaries or specialized units ,the application should indicate which of the specialized units
will undertake each major component of the Works. The information to be submitted in the
application for the purpose of this clause should relate only to the subsidiary or unit that will
actually participate in the assignment and the evaluation of each such application will take in-
to account only the qualifications, experience, size, equipment and financial capacity of the
subsidiary or unit in deciding whether the applicant should be prequalified.

7. Prequalification will be based on a Pass / Fail System. In order to be prequalified, the
applicant must receive a Pass rating on all of the Mandatory Standards and at least 80% of all
other listed performance standards and qualifying criteria.

8. Firms who are able to prequality individually in their own right are encouraged to do
s0. Joint ventures subsequently formed between two or more such prequalified firms shall au-
tomatically be considered prequalified.

9. Applications for prequalification may be submitted by groups of two or more firms as
partners of a joint venture subject to the following:

(a) Applications for prequalification submitted by groups-of two or more firms which do
not meet these joint venture requirements will be rejected.

(b) While it is acceptable for any firm to apply for prequalification both individually and
as a partner of a joint venture, it will not be acceptable for any firm to submit, or to partici-
pate in, more than one bid, and any bids submitted in violation of this rule will be rejected.

(c) Applications submitted by a joint venture must meet the following requirements:

(1) each partner of the joint venture must submit the complete documentation required
of a firm applying for individual qualification;

(2) the application must confirm that if, after prequalification, the applicant should sub-
mit a bid, then:

(Dthat bid as well as (in case of award) the resulting contract would be signed so as
to be legally binding on all partners jointly and severally, and
(ii) a joint venture agreement providing the joint and several liability of all partners
in respect of the contract would be submitted together with the bid;

(3) the application must include a description of the proposed participation and respon-
sibility of each partner of the joint venture to be considered qualified. Each partner to a joint
venture must have sufficient experience and capacity to perform that part of the works which

has been assigned to dosand
(4)the application must designate one of the parthers as the partner in charge through

whom any correspondence between the applicant and the borrower will be channelled.
