Nlustration of words in “China Textile Yearbook™ are
follows:

1. Fiber means textile fiber;fiber goeds include fiber,
textiles and clothing ;textile goods include textiles and cloth-
ing.

2. Data of external trade are general adopted from Na-
tional Custom Statistics. Imports or exports are classified ac-
cording to United Nations' SITC, for example SITC26
fiber ,SITCE5 textile,SITC84 clothing. The recorded values
of imports are C. 1. F. values. The recorded values of exports
are F. Q. B. values.

3. “=--"means that the quantity or value is not enough to

one unit. “blank” means that the statistic datum is not avail-
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able. “—"means that there is not the statistic datum.
