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" The two d.r.avlvings here illustrate how a well-protected flower is stricken to death by a storm when it is
exposed to the outside world. In the first picture, the flower is sheltered in a green house, safe and
healthy-looking. It is raining outside with lightning and a heavy storm, but the flower is done no harm to,
simply because it is kept away from all the danger. However, as is shown in the second drawing, it is easily
killed by the storm since it has never experienced any stormy rain and is not strong enough to endure such an
attack.
