A library is a collection of books, and the person who looks after it is
called librarian. In most libraries there are three sections: reference, fic-
tion and non-fiction. In the reference section are books which may not be
borrowed from the library. You may take these books from the shelves
and read them at one of the tables, but you may not take them out.

The fictior. section contains novels and stories. They are arranged in
alphabetical order according to the author’s surname. “Uliver Twist”,
by Charles Dickens is placed under D for Dickens. A book by someone
called Darley ccmes before it and one by an author named Donnelly fol-
lows it.

The non-fiction section is not quite so simple. Books here are usually
arranged in grcups. All the books on one subject are together and are
near books on 2 similar subject. There are different ways of arranging
them, but the best know is the Dewey Decimal system, invented by an
American called Melcil Dewey.
