With a traditional Chinese structure, the main body of the museum covers a floorage of up to 9,569 square meters and consists of the
central hall, exhibition hall, meeting hall, reserved lounge for honored guests, etc. The museum shows the graceful bearing of the red
sandalwood furniture to the people comprehensively, where visitors will have the chance to see the exhibits of the house furnishings of the
Ming and the Qing Dynasties Dr. Chan Lai Wa has collected in the past several decades, exhibits of the
traditional furniture which, combining tradition with its modern and practical characteristics, was made under
the elaborate guidance of Dr. Chan during the past 20 years, exhibits of red sandalwood works reflecting the
Buddhist culture, exhibits of the different materials, structures and styles of the traditional furniture, and the
exhibits of red sandalwood carvings.
