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There is no difference between General Module and Academic Module in IELTS
Listening. The Listening Test lasts 40 minutes and generally contains FOUR SECTIONS.
You will hear the listening passage on a cassette tape. All instructions are also given on
tape, not by the examiner in the room.
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The first two sections are concerned with social needs, while the last two sections
are concerned with academic situations. They are dialogues, which refer to a conversa-
tion between two people, or monologues in which only one people is talking. Speakers
may have a range of English accents and dialects, which can reflect the international
usage of IELTS.
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The sections of the Listening Test are generally structured as follows. They contain
either one longer passage lasting about 5 minutes or a series of short, linked passages,
each lasting about 1 minute. During the test, time is given for candidates to read the
questions and enter and then check the answers. For example, candidates are given 30
seconds to study the tasks in each section. Each passage is played only once and candi-
dates are required to write their answers while they are listening. At the end of the test,
candidates are given 10 minutes to check all their answers and write them up on a sepa-
rate answer sheet.
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One mark is awarded for each of the 40 items in the test. A band score conversation
table is produced for each version of the Listening Module, which translates out of 40
onto the IELTS 9-band scale. Scores are reported as a whole band or a half band. Candi-
dates should note that care should be taken when writing their answers on the Answer
Sheet as poor spelling and grammar are penalized.
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This may involve the following situations:
» Survival situation, for example:
@ Meeting English-speaking passengers, flight attendants on your flight towards
your study destination
@ Answering the questions of the Customs / passport officials at the airport
@ Checking into a student residential college
@ Asking a passer-by for directions to the nearest bank / post office, etc.
@ Making appointment to meet with a friend out for dinner or shopping, etc.
» Academic situation, for example:
@ Enrolling at the student office
@ Attending a library orientation talk
@ Attending your first college or university class
