Economic Globalization and Political Development
—A Research Angle from Political Legitimacy
Abstract

Since the 1990s, the most obvious trend of world economic develop-
ment is that all nation - states are interdependent. Economic globalization
not only changed the administration mode of nation — states in the eco-
nomic systems, but also brought about great challenges to the political
systems of nation — states. This book mainly focuses on the political influ-
ence that economic globalization may cause to developing countries. The
book uses political legitimacy to analyze the political development of de-
veloping countries. It constructs a new framework of political development
and uses it to analyze the political problems that developing countries have
faced.

The author believes economic globalization will gradually corrode
away the foundations of the legitimacy of traditional political systems, and
eventually lead to crisis of political legitimacy. If the dominator attempts
to avoid the crisis, it will only result in political alienation. The problem
is that political alienation can’t protect traditional political systems from
eroding away. At the most, it can put off the time when the traditional
political systems are eliminated. While confronting the challenges of eco-

nomic globalization, if developing countries want to win the public’s con-
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tinual support, the most effective way to deal with the situation is to pro-
mote political development.

The book consists of six chapters. Chapter one briefly explains the
meaning of economic globalization and its history. At the same time, the
author talks about the political influences of economic globalization. As a
historical process, economic globalization means that the law of market
has already expanded all over the world and plays an elementary role in
the allocation of resources. The expansion of market law came through
three periods: the nationalization, internationalization and globalization of
the market law. The political influence of economic globalization is that
international economic organizations and multinational corporations have
already limited the economic sovereignty of nation — states, but the gov-
emments of nation — states will continue to play unalterable important
roles in the process of economic globalization.

Chapter two discussed the implications and foundations of political
legitimacy. Political legitimacy is based on instructive ideology, effective
governance, political process complying with rational rules, and the pub-
lic satisfaction with the political system.

Chapter three constructs a new framework of political development.

In the author’s opinion, political development is that the ruler innovates
political orders and administration modes in order to suit the public’s ra-
tional choice and maintain political legitimacy.

"Chapter four analyzes the critical challenges of political legitimacy in
developing countries caused by economic globalization. Economic global-
ization leads to crisis of traditional ideology, govemance and political
rules, and eventually, it brings about the public becoming universally un-
satisfied with the traditional political system.
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Chapter five discusses the political result if the dominator attempted
to avoid crisis of political legitimacy. Under the conditions, it is sure to
result in political alienation. Political alienation is when the public rights
fall back from the conditions of human beings to that of animals.

Chapter six analyzes how the developing countries should reestablish
political legitimacy. In order to adapt to the trends of market economy and
democratic politics, the developing countries have to promote political de-
velopment by innovating the ideology, governance, political rules and in-
stitutions,

Chapter seven analyzes the main targets and motive forces of Chinese
governance transition under the pressure of global competitors. The author
believes that the Chinese govemment has to reform the traditional admin-
istrative pattems in order to adapt to the challenges of WTO. The main
targets of Chinese govermnance transition are to establish a limited and
democratic govemment that should be ruled of law, and the political pow-
er should not be excessively centralized. The motive forces of governance
transition come from the reform intentions of the enlightened politicians,
the immanent requirements of market economy, the theoretical strength of
the intellectuals, the restraints of international institutions, and the pres-

sure of global competitors.
