Beiwudang Mountain

Beiwudang Mountain of the ancient name of dra
gon king mountain wa also called Zhenwu Mountain. In
Ming Dynasty when Xuantian Hall was renovated it has
been renamed as Wudang to pay honor to Empire Xu-
anwu and finally gained the present name of Beiwudang
due to its location in Northern China. In the mountain
area there is attractive natural landscape and long his-
torical humanist spots. It is well known Taoist holy
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land in Northem China and has been approved as
Taoist activity site by Nationality and Religion Office ,
Shanxi Government in 1990. Beiwudang has been put
into list of national major places of scenic beauty and
historic interest by State Council in January 1994.

Once had a name of 5 mile dirt road on dust and
5 mile steps up climbing ", today Beiwudang has a
traffic direct to 10 thousand gods Temple. Along the
stone steps iron handles are available at in some degree
dangerous places. The Mountain nestles among the
hills and its scenery is so beautiful that it has great
fame of spring pink, summer green, autumn red and
winter white. In addition to its high and steep steps
and age old grand temples, Beiwudang is really an in-
corporation of magnificence, marvelous, peril and
beauty.

It worthies special mention that there are many
ancient pine trees and natural cut stone in various dis-
tinct and vivid posture like pine trees of celestial being
showing way, a gigantic pine tree with an amm lifting
up skies and a leg exploring waters, affectionate couple
pine, and wits battle hetween stone tortoise andsnake,
old stone ape watching sun and stone pig in distress.
On the top of the mountain there stand Zhenwu Temple

which initially built in Tang Dynasty and repaired in
Ming as recorded in stone tablet. Taoist activities are
held in templesin the mountain. during the period of
prosperity there held temple fairs from the first to the
third in lunar Marches when coiling incense smoked
and travelers crowded.

In Taoist Temple there are more than 10 Taoist
priests and valuable cultural relics like clay sculptures,
frescoes and stone tablets of great importance to history
study. Whenever scholars and leamt men visit the
Mountain they will inscribe a poem or painting on wall.
Even pilgrims or travelers come they will enjoy them-

selves so much as to forget to retumn.
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
