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Foreword

Eco-cultural Preservation Area ( EPA ) is set by the Ministry of Culture to strengthen the
integrated preservation for intangible cultural heritage and sociocultural systems, promote the
active inheritance of fine traditional culture, and ensure the diversity of cultural ecology.The
intangible cultural heritage is gradually changing or even disappearing with the development of
the times. The state has gradually paid more attention to this, and has planned to select certain
areas with rich cultural heritage and traditional culture to maintain relative integrity, and
to repair non-materials through various protection plans. The environment in which cultural
heritage depends is to restore the ecosystem and promote cultural prosperity.With regard to
the protection of intangible cultural heritage, scholars at home and abroad have been deeply
exploring and practicing. The planning and establishment of cultural and ecological protection
zones is one of its important means. Through the planning of ethnic cultural ecological
protection zones, the environment in which national culture depends Protecting and encircling
the cultural ecosystem will have important theoretical and practical significance for the
ecological and sustainability of Chinese culture.

The study is based on the theory of urban planning, combined with cultural ecology,
cultural geography, landscape ecology, and cultural heritage. It reviews the research results
of national and international cultural and ecological protection areas, analyses and compares
the protection practice of national and international cultural and ecological protection areas,
summarizes the successful experience, takes the Qiandongnan national cultural and ecological
protection area as an empirical study, combined with the successful experience of national
cultural protection, and explores the protection of the national cultural and ecological
protection zone.

Firstly, judge the value and characteristics, systematically comb the cultural ecological
resources in the region, classify the categories, according to its own characteristics and
its environment, use the fir method to evaluate the value, study the type, distribution and
development of the cultural heritage in the protected area, and find the cultural characteristics
of the land. Secondly, the scope and pattern of protection are delimited. According to the
number, grade, distribution density and survival condition of the cultural and ecological
resources, the mathematical model and cluster analysis method are adopted to delineate the
key areas of the whole protection, the cultural inheritance line and the inheriting community of
the intangible cultural heritage, so as to determine the key areas of the display and inheritance
of the cultural space. Finally, the protection measures and the way of rational utilization are

determined. According to the work target of different stages and the characteristics of different



types of intangible cultural heritage projects, the method of cluster analysis is adopted to
construct the protection mode selection technology, and the corresponding practical protection
methods and inheriting measures are put forward in order to promote the living inheritance,

enrich the connotation of cultural creation and cultural tourism, and make rational use of

Intangible cultural heritage.
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
