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ABSTRACT

2017 is the year of the convention of the 19th National Congress of the
Communist Party of China. And it is also the second year of the 13th Five—Year
Plan. “The 13th Five—Year Plan for the Development of National Education
Enterprise” “ The Opinions on Deepening the Reform of the Education System”
and other documents were issued. The list of world—class universities and first—
rate disciplines were announced. These events indicate that Chinese higher
education has achieved rapid development in 2017. However, there were many
hot events in the field of higher education in this year. The monitoring and
research on the public opinion of higher education can help colleges and their
administrators find and solve problems promptly. On the other hand, it can also
improve the governance level of higher education and promote higher education
to better development.

Report of Public Opinion on Higher Education in China(2018) ( hereinafter
referred to as The Report) is the Chinese Higher Education Public Opinion
Report released by the Higher Education Communication and Public Opinion
Monitoring Research Center of the Communication University of China
(hereinafter referred to as The Research Center)in the 4th year. Based on the
big data of public opinion monitored by the Research Center’s Higher
Education Public Opinion Monitoring System ( CUCHEPOMS) , The Report
studies the development trends and hot events of Chinese higher education
public opinion in 2017.

The Report continued the pattern of 14 topics such as institutional
reform, higher education policy, quality assessment, and ideological and

political education in 2016. This year, the most information of public opinion

was about college students’ employment and college students,which are the pro-
portions of 21.8% and 18.3% respectively. The proportion on anti—corruption
in higher education was the least, accounting for only 0.3% . The peak of
public opinion information appeared in April and the trough in January. The
Report also made a comparative analysis of the development trend of higher
education public opinion in the past four years from 2014 to 2017. Based on
data for the past four years, the data about college students, employment,
scientific research ,foreign education,and talent cultivation accounted for about
70% of the total. In particular,the information about college students and em-
ployment accounted for about 40% of the total. It reflects the special attention
of the public in these two aspects in recent years.

The Report is divided into four parts. The first part is theories, which
study the development trend and governance of education public opinion of
China in the context of the Internet and the research methods of public opinion
in China and Japan. The second part is general reports, which analyze the 2017
Chinese higher education public opinion, the annual top 10 hot events and
public opinion about the key colleges and universities. The third part is special
reports, which study the education of 14 higher education topics such as
college students and employment. The fourth part is hot event commentaries.
The articles were selected from the original review articles issued by The Research
Center WeChat public account “ Higher Education Communication and Public
Opinion Monitoring Laboratory” in 2017 ,which include the annual hot events such
as the new regulations of Zhejiang University and the announcement of “Double

First—Class” list , etc.
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
