SAT
measures literacy and writing
skills, and assesses how well
a student analyzes and solves
problems, while ACT assesses
knowledge of subjects taught
in high school.

A growing number of American universities are
dropping the entrance exam requirements. More
than 800 universities now allow students to apply
without an SAT or ACT test score. The SAT and
ACT are the two major college entrance tests in the
United States.

For years, universities have used these tests to help
measure an applicant’s academic skills. But more
universities are becoming “test optional”. Students
who apply to test-optional schools can choose
whether they want to include test scores in their
applications. The George Washington University

in Washington, DC is one of the latest schools to
use a test-optional admissions policy for most of its
applicants. It is the largest private university to drop

the test requirements.

CULTURE NOTES

The George Washington University, or

GWU is a private research university located
in Washington, DC. GWU is consistently
ranked by The Princeton Review among the
most politically active colleges. Some of the
university’s graduates have gone on to high
positions within both the US government and
foreign governments. Notable alumni include
former Senate Minority Leader Harry Reid,
former Secretary of State Colin Powell, and
former First Lady Jacqueline Kennedy.
