CNAF has
been actively exploring and innovating the application,
review, initiation, implementation, and application process
of projects that are funded. In recent years, CNAF has
financially supported 4013 projects in five categories, stage
design, communication, artistic talents nurturing, youth

artists, and fine arts creation, respectively. It has injected

The 2018 Young Art Creation Talents and Art Talent
Cultivation (art category) Projects with rolling funding were
applied and established in 2016, and were implemented in
2017. 154 projects were submitted on time and reviewed
by experts. In total, 180 artworks created by 136 people
received rolling funding, including 105 artworks by 69 youth
