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Abstract

Huai Nan Zi as the last work to synthesize and summarize the
thoughts of philosophers in Qin and Han dynasties, covers almost all
aspects of academic and cultural studies between the Warring States
and Qin and Han dynasties. This book places Huai Nan Zi in the aca-
demic history during the Warring States and Qin and Han dynasties un-
der the background of investigation, through the newly unearthed bam-
boo slips trying to reveal the Huai Nan Zi in the transition period of ac-
ademic status in the pre-Qin and Han dynasties academic history, clar-
ify the Huai Nan Zi of the pre-Qin philosophers thought inheritance
and reveal the literature value of Huai Nan Zi.

According to today’s biography shenzi and the lost text, Huai Nan
Zi and Shenzi have a total of 21 similar sentences, including Zhushu
accounted for nine. Zhushu and Shenzi school of thought may have a
close relationship of inheritance. Later, Shenzi was belonged to the le-
galist school of heavy potential according to Nanshi in Han feizi. Shang
Bo Bamboo Shenzi Yue Gong Jian shows carefully Shenzi not only
“Jingfa Xunshi” (K57 #Y) , also mixed with Taoism and Confu-
cianism. These ideas are not seen in today’s book Shenzi, but Zhushu
talking about “ Junren Zhidao” (#f A ZZ i) is very good to inherit
and explain these ideas.

There have been three kinds of bamboo slips of Lao Zi so
far. Proofreading the Huai Nan Zi cited Lao Zi with other version of Lao
Zi, we found that Huai Nan Zi cited Lao Zi has many words close to

the Peking University Bamboo Lao Zi and Mawangdui silk book Lao
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Zi. Huai Nan Zi saves old appearance of many versions of Lao Zi within
the Han dynasty, and also has its unique text characteristics. The val-
ue of Huai Nan Zi in the history of Lao Zi’s edition can not be ignored.

Miucheng has a close relationship with Zisizi. Confucian works in
Guo Dian Bamboo are mostly thought of as Zisi works. Proofreading it
and Miucheng in Huai Nan Zi, we can find that: article related dis-
cussion of Bamboo Xingzimingchu on the “love”™ part can be found in
the Miucheng; The “time” (I}) and “anti-self” ( JZ (') in the
Qiongdayishi also have similar content in the Miucheng; Chengzhi-
wenzhi discussing “Fanben” (JZZ4<) and “Junzi Dao Ke Jinqgiu Er
Ke Yuancuo” (B i al#r=RKifinl z£iF) also coincide with the Mi-
ucheng. Miucheng further support that Confucian lost works in Guo Dian
Bamboo belongs to the Zisi school of thought works.

Huai Nan Zi assaulting a silk book Huangdi Sijing more than
eighty, it serves to show its influence on the Huai Nan Zi. On the on-
tology and function of “Tao” (if ), silk has Dao Yuan, Huai Nan Zi
has Yuandao, Chuzhen; Silk Cheng is a collection of aphorisms,
Shuoshan , Shuolin also such literature; Taoism attaches great impor-
tance to the doctrine of military strategists. Silk Bingrong and Benfa
specialize in ancient military war. Binglve is also a special book. Silk on
the “indisputable” and “Cijie” (M5 ) developed Taoist thought of
Lao tze, also inherited by the Huai Nan Zi.

Huat Nan Zi quoted a large number of pre-Qin documents, inclu-
ding some unearthed documents today. It is precisely because of the
unique way of writting of Huai Nan Zi, using the consistent content
with Huai Nan Zi and Unearthed Bamboo Silk, as the breakthrough
point of the study. On the one hand, we can use the unearthed bamboo
slips correction Huai Nan Zi, further in-depth interpretation of the ac-
ademic thought of Huai Nan Zi, to re-understand the Huai Nan Zi and
its related ancient books writing and spreading, etc. ; On the other
hand, taking Huai Nan Zi as the fulecrum, we can further organize the

text of bamboo slips and silks, and discuss the school attribute, ideo-
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logical source and academic value of unearthed bamboo slips and
silks. Therefore, the literature value of Huai Nan Zi can not be ig-
nored. Reading ancient books and unearthed documents can also be re-
garded as a new perspective in the study of ancient books handed down

in the pre-Qin and Han dynasties.
