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The Reconstruction of Classroom
Dialogue System for Teaching and Learning
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Abstract

During more than ten years of new curriculum reform, classroom
teaching has changed the teacher monologue teaching mode and cramming
teaching mode to pay more attention to dialogue and study which have be-
come the basic direction of classroom reform in our country. Dialogue car-
ries out the advanced education ideas of the importance of students” exist-
ence, the reform of teaching way, the pursue of capacity development and
highlights the important value of promoting students”overall development.
Although dialogue has important status and function in the teaching phe-
nomenon, in the theory and practice, it exists focusing on “teacher-
students” , “teacher-text” , or “students-text”. Dialogue cannot from the
eyes of the whole system of interaction and generation between dialogue el-
ements to survey the teaching dialogue. Therefore, the study will focus on
breaking limitations of “linear-one way, point-presupposition, single dim-
ention-no generation” to the classroom dialogue state of “ interaction-
multi-dimention, web-presuppostion and generation, multi-dimention and
strong target” .

Concluding form the previous research, combined with the actual sit-
uation of my reflections on the teaching practice in junior and senior
schools for many years and based on remedying the prejudice and defect of
previous research, this research puts forward to constructing a classroom

dialogue system for learning and teaching. The classroom dialogue system
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for learning and teaching is to change the process of a two-way communi-
cation between teachers and students, the process of “students learn first
and then the teacher corrects” , the process of “one teacher is faced with
one student” , and recognize it as an organic whole composed of different
dialogues between teachers, students ( groups) and texts. And dialogues
in the system will influence each other.

An effective teaching is the teaching with a harmonious and orderly
dialogue system. Therefore, an effective teaching strategy is how to make
the dialogue system orderly running. The system mentioned here is the
difference between this research and others. We should change the phe-
nomenon that people recognize the teaching way of the endless attention to
trees at the expense of forests as a simplicial dialogue. Because in the re-
alistic classroom instruction, it” s not merely one or several elements but
all the elements play an interactive role. Elements are impunctate, also
they are not a one-way dialogue between teachers and students as we often
see. In this system, only if teachers have a deep dialogue with the text,
will they have an effective dialogue with students in the class. And it can
also make a deeper dialogue according to the problems during the dia-
logues between teachers and students, students and students, and
students and texts or the different thoughts exposed among students.
Therefore, whether a classroom instruction is efficient or highly efficient
doesn’t depend on a typical effect from certain elements but depend on the
systematic, effective and excellent interaction among the elements. This is
the most fundamental difference between “dialogue systems for learning
and teaching” and “teaching dialogue” .

The most fundamental purpose of the Classroom Dialogue System for
Teaching and Learning is to help students learn to communicate and dia-

logue. That is to say, the system is to help students dialogue with them-
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selves, others and the world around them. Thus, the realistic class must
be a type of class with combination of activities and exploration. Dialogue
is the way of teaching in the classroom instruction. So dialogue is the
means and method. So in this sense, teaching is dialogue. Because dia-
logue is both the means and method of teaching and the purpose of teach-
ing, we can even conclude that education is dialogue.

The triangle with three aspects and six directions which inculdes
teachers, students and texts forms the stable basic dialogue structure of
classroom teaching dialogue system. However, under the class-based
teaching system, the student in the basic dialogue structure is not one
student but the set students with different knowledge levels, capacity
traits, interests and emotions. If the teacher just uses the uniform plan,
demand, teaching methods with students, it cannot realize the targeted
teaching. Therefore, it is sure that the teacher should utilize “differential
resources” between students to develop the dialogue between students. In
the classroom teaching practice, we called “group coorporation”. Every
student can move round texts with teachers, classmates and texts to form
dialogue relationships. These dialogue relationships use basic triangle
structure to present and these triangle structures make multidementional
dialogue system structure in the classroom teaching.

The teaching dialogue system in the classroom needs to be supported
by the teaching and researching dialogue out of classroom. The applica-
tion of the teaching dialogue system in the classroom must meet the follow-
ing conditions. First in the conditions, it needs to meet the following three
conditions. The first is to establish the school culture of democratic dia-
logue, which will urge the teachers have the awareness and ability of dia-
logue. In the meanwhile, the dialogue habit out of the classroom will get

into the classroom and then get into life, which makes it become the dy-
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namic stream of consciousness, a habit of thinking and a normal way of
life. The second is to build three-dimensional dialogue teaching and re-
searching system through the ways of collective teaching and researching,
all members attending the classes and recording the classes, which makes
the teachers open their classrooms actively. The third is to set up interac-
tive platform with multi-level dialogues. Second in the methods, the
teachers should design and guide again and again, the students should at-
tempt, cooperate and make a structuration repeatedly. Third in the appli-
cation, the first is to create the stage where students can dialogue with
themselves and texts. The second is to design questions by grasping the
thinking line to make the dialogue system operate fluently. From the
teaching interactive nature, only if both the dialogue participants under-
stand each other, will the dialogue gets deeply into the heart of the partic-
ipants and be more effective. Therefore, the pertinence of teaching is an

inevitable requirement of the nature of teaching dialogue.
