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Abstract S

In the past forty years of reform and opening up, China has successfully achieved
the development miracle of rapid economic growth and large-scale reduction of the pov-
ertyv-stricken population. However, it cannot be ignored that poverty, as a persistent,
complex and stubborn problem, is still a major stumbling block to build a moderately
prosperous society in all respects in China. With the further development of poverty alle-
viation, the poor areas have been reduced to 14 concentrated contiguous areas with par-
ticular difficulties, especially in national autonomous areas. The poverty in ethnic mi-
nority areas is not only a poverty alleviation issue, but also a strategic issue. Poverty re-
duction and development in ethnic minority areas are of great significance to China’s eco-
nomic development, national defense security and social stability.

Based on the theme of ‘special type of poverty and anti-poverty’ , this report con-
structs a general framework for the study of special type of poverty in ethnic minority are-
as. The ethnic minority areas in 11 concentrated contiguous areas with particular diffi-
culties are divided into the ecologically fragile areas, provincial border areas, special
geographical areas, and special cultural areas, and the research proposal of anti-poverty
classification is put forward. With the investigation and research on the key areas, in-
cluding arid pastoral areas, Wuling mountain area, rocky desertification areas of Yun-
nan, Guangxi and Guizhou, the border areas in Yunnan and Guangxi, and alpine Ti-
betan areas, the paper has studied on the present situation of poverty, and the mecha-
nism of poverty reduction, and the effect of poverty alleviation, and innovation of anti-
poverty system in the areas. The results of the research can be used as a reference for
government decision-making in order to improve the work performance of poverty allevia-
tion and regional coordinated development, especially in ethnic minority areas in con-

centrated contiguous areas with particular difficulties.
