I just wanted to have fun with my
friends and I was living on my own. I was so excited! I mean, granted of course,
relationships are always a nice thing but these kids are young and they need the

time to be young.
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I think that’s something that might be a life-long pursuit for me, but for people
who want to have a real and fulfilling relationship, I think you should never
stop trying to look for it. You need to look for it. I don’t think it’s going to fall on
your lap if you're just eating potato chips and playing video games at home. But
also, I think it’s a delicate balance in the mind that if you’re too desperate, that
just drives good people away. It’s about growing yourself stronger inside. Keep
looking.
