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Abstract

In October 2017, at the 19th National Congress, Xi Jinping annonced the
new era of socialism with Chinese characteristics; 2018 is a special year, it’s the
40th anniversary of Reform and Opening: in March, the new government’s
institutional reforms were settled, thus the Ministry of Culture and Tourism is
established. With this new institution, especially the integration of culture and
tourism sectors will make it easier to deal with the relationship between the
protection and utilization of cultural heritage; in July, the Central Committee of
CPC for the Reform passed the “ Several Opinions on Strengthening the Protection and
Utilization of Cultural Relics” , which drew the basic lines for the institutional reform
in terms of the protection and utilization of cultural heritage. At this time point,
the annual theme of the 2017 — 2018 Cultural Heritage Blue Book is “How to
Take the Road to Protect and Utilize the Cultural Relics in Accordance with the
National Conditions” , specifically to explore the direction, path, and driving force
of this road. Also through this book, we would like to explore how the whole
society could form a synergy along with the cultural heritage admistration to
“strengthen cultural heritage work” .

The ninth Blue Book insists on the requirements of objective perspective
(third party ), problem orientation ( The annual theme is the problem ),
countermeasure research ( giving countermeasures according to the problem) .
Under the theme of the year, the research team first analyzes “national conditions”
and “road” . The report of the 19th National Congress described the most basic
national condition; We must recognize that the evolution of the principal
contradiction facing Chinese society represents a historic shift that affects the whole
landscape and that creates many new demands for the work of the Party and the
country. Building on continued efforts to sustain development, we must devote

great energy to addressing development’s imbalances and inadequacies, and push
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hard to improve the quality and effect of development. With this, we will be
better placed to meet the ever-growing economic, political, cultural, social, and
ecological needs of our people, and to promote well-rounded human development
and all-round social progress. ” Under this basic national condition, to resolve the
contradiction between the development imbalance and insufficient development and
the growing needs of the people through high-quality development has become the
best choice for this stage of development. In order to work on cultural heritage in
accordance with high-quality development, it is necessary to identify and try to
solve the problems of inadequate protection and unreasonable use. Under this
circumstance, the innovation of cultural relics protection and the use of
technological routes to ensure the innovation of the institutional mechanisms have
become a feature of the road to the protection and utilization of cultural relics in
line with national conditions. At the same time, it is the difficulty of this road to
let the fruits of protection and utilization benefit the people and provide the cultural
relics-related products and services to the masses on demand. To solve such
difficulties, it is necessary to accurately understand the reasonable and appropriate
use and refine it to the operational level. This book tries to summarize the
rationalities and the measures: the rationalities of rational use of cultural relics
include legal, physical and human aspects, while measures include limits,
measurable and multi-dimension. To Clearly define the reasons and the measures
can be used in the utilization of cultural relics and to make cultural relics “alive™.
The current relevant protection and utilization system of cultural relics does
not fully reflect the “protection of cultural relics is also a political achievement” , so
that the leading cadres are unintentional and it is difficult to form a joint force to
protect cultural relics. At the same time, for the cultural relics system, the
“power, money” related system is not in place, and the cultural relics system
often feels powerless. In general, the “deficient” systems include institutions that
affect the scope and intensity of cultural relics protection, systems that affect the
total amount and efficiency of cultural relics, especially planning mechanisms,
resource property rights systems, compensation systems, performance appraisal of
leading cadres, and accountability mechanisms. The protection and utilization of

cultural relics, although controlled or even dominated by the cultural heritage

administration, needs to be done along with the relevant departments according to
the form of cultural relics. If we can solve the problem of local government’s
incentives for the protection of cultural relics and economic development through
the construction of supporting systems, we can realize the benign mechanism of
rational and appropriate use of cultural relics. Specifically, the first step for doing a
good job in cultural relics is the front-end control of cultural relics and planning, in
the middle phase are the compensation, the performance evaluation and
institutional capacity construction, and for the late phase mainly the supervision and
accountability mechanisms.

Finally, the annex to the book is supplemented by the case study and French
experiences in cultural heritage management. While analyzing existing problems
and trying to solve them, we also hope to give some new ideas through the book.
The road to the protection and utilization of cultural relics in line with national
conditions is at the forefront, and if all parties and stakeholders are working

together, it must be a wide road.
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
