- Images speak to us on an emotional level. They capture our interest, increase our
motivation and lodge themselves in our memory in a way that pure text fails to.

-> Images are fun. While blocks of text may deter us, pictures keep the learning
process light and easy - and that keeps us going for longer.

See it, understand it, memorize it - that’s how simple visual learning can be. Why don’t
you give it a go?
