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The Thirtieth Anniversary of the Founding
of Pingtan City Middle School of Fujian Province

Pingtan City Middle School is located at the hub of the county city, occupying 42,688 square meters
of land. It enjoys exceptional advantages both geographically and culturally: facing the county government
buildings at the east across the Zhengfu road, embracing the People’ s Sports Field at the north,
neighboring the Xiapu Street at the west, and the grand Fusheng road running from east to west just in
front of its south gate.

On the September 18, 1978, under the drive of reform carried out by the Party, the original site of
Honghai Intellectual Youth Farm of Pingtan greeted the first teachers and students. Led by Wamg Aiming
they started the pioneering history of Pingtan City Middle Schooal.

The school moved to present site on Sept. 18, 1979. Even when the construction had not finished
completely, students had started their classes enthusiastically. At the beginning, the school mainly recruited
boys and girls who failed to be enrolled by Pingtan No. 1 Middle School. At the difficult environment,
our pioneers united together and worked hard and successfully carried forward the common secondary
education. Besides, we launched sailor class, home appliance class, tailor class and integrated senior
high class. We brought forth a great number of young people with both ability and integrity and lay a
foundation for the occupational education in Pingtan.

On September 1984 the occupational high school education was separated from common high
school education. Since then, led by Mr. Wu Zhengrong the school has engaged completely in the
undertakings of common secondary education. From 1989 and in the successively ten odd years we
had 10 students who achieved the highest scores in the senior high school entrance examinations and

won much praises from the public. We are now a banner in Pingtan secondary education.

From 1994 the new administration led by Mr. Chen Zhifeng opened a new chapter of rapid development.
A five—year plan was adopted at the teachers’ representative council: laying a foundation in 1995 to
1996, reaching an upper level in 1997 to 1998; making significant progress in 1999; and striving to become
a qualified third—grade middle school by 2000,




The school was honored Fuzhou model school in 1998. We made a great leap in the results of higher education
entrance examination in Sept. 2000, and entered the first rank in the education system in Fuzhou. The school
was awarded the title of Model Staff® s Home by the General Trade Union of Fujian and our party branch was
chosen as an advanced party unit by the County Party Committee. The school was accredited as advanced school
at quality—oriented education in 2005, and accredited as qualified third—class school in Jan. 2006 and chosen
as one of the first schools to conduct reform experiment in senior high new curriculums in March by the Education
Department of Fujian Province.

In June 2006 we won the first place in all norms regarding middle school running, and at the same time we
won two first prizes out of three for higher school entrance examination among the middle schools of category
two. One student got the first and anther got the third place in science subjects among all the students from the
eight districts and counties of Fuzhou.

From 1994 to present, we have invested over RMB twenty million successively on teaching, experiment, and
comprehensive buildings, students’ dormitory and administrative buildings, and replenish teaching and office
equipments according the standards for category—two schools.

There are now 230 odd teachers and staff, 58 classes with over 3000 students in the school. We have 33
senior teachers and 89 secondary-level teachers. A large number of them have attended training courses for
key teachers run by the state, province, municipality or county authorities. They are now leaders in teachings in
various subjects.

When you enter the campus, your eyes will be greeted by high buildings, clean and bright classrooms, trees
and flowers. You will also see the laboratory, computer room and the library with over 100,000 volumes of books,
all of which help our students in knowledge seeking.

With thirty years of hard struggle we have created a warm campus for our students. Taking “united, intelligent,
honest and creative” as the school’ s motto and “Relying science and talented people for the development
of the school” as our guiding principle, we have brought up generations of students with ability and integrity for
Pingtan.

Every spring and autumn in the past thirty years was filled with storms and stresses, but they were also
seasons of harvesting and blooming. The pioneers’ footprints are endurable and the songs of struggle are always
encouraging. Looking back at the past thirty years, we have seen off nearly thirty thousand students, who left
the school and head for various parts of China or even abroad. They are our glory and pride. We, teachers and

staff at Pingtan City Middle School, are confident that with our enthusiasm and loyalty as always we will create a
new century of education on this island.
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
