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Abstract

International Commercial Law (the third edition) is the development of the sec-
ond edition. Based on “Basic Requirements for Teaching and Learning of Core Cour-
ses for Law Majors in Higher Learning Institutions” and “Complication Plan of Legal
Textbooks for Higher Learning” as required by the Ministry of Education, Internation-
al Commercial Law, with ten chapters, is compiled by frontline professionals. With
specific focus on the characteristics of BA law and cultivation objectives, this textbook
has integrated the most recent research achievements and international business and
trade practices. Furthermore, it was written by teachers and scholars from the profes-
sional area of international business law and international commercial law.

This textbook elaborates systematically on basic concepts and the system of inter-
national commercial law, integrates the commercial law and experience of internation-
al trade in China and the basic theories of civil and commercial law and judicial prac-
tice of case law in foreign countries, and reflects the latest developments of interna-
tional commercial theories and practices. Based on the related law knowledge needed
by international commercial conduct, the textbook addresses key legal issues invol-
ving international commercial conduct. The main contents are listed as following:
generally elaborate the concept, characteristic, source and emergence of international
commercial law and its historical development; elaborate the basic principles. and reg-
ulations of international commercial subjects and commercial conduct; particularly in-
troduce the basic principles and regulations and practices of contract law, internation-
al sale law of goods and the related transportation and insurance law, negotiable in-
strument law, and make a summary of international commercial arbitration. In addi-
tion, product liability law, agency law, subject law of international commerce, inter-
national trade law of intellectual property and international commercial arbitration are
also mentioned in the textbook.

This textbook, theoretically rather systematic and generalized and practically tar-
geted, is characteristic of contemporary developments in international commercial

law.
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
