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The United Nations Universal Declaration of Human Rights has tummed out
to be a truly remarkable instrument of national and international policy-making
and so living up to its designation as a common standard of achievement for all
peoples and all nations. In this respect it is important to note that its preparation
took account of diverse legal cultures, including the central contribution of China
through its diplomatic representatives.

Beyond this broad policy impact of the Declaration it is generally unclear as
to how far it has reached individual communities. This is a particularly signifi-
cant issue when the community in question is the huge constituency of China.
This is why the publication of this book which is the product of a doctoral study
by its author is particularly important and welcome.

This book has many strengths among which are the fact of having to assess
and analyse the Universal Declaration in a local language and therefore reaching
a much wider audience. In addition, the author demonstrates a solid grasps of
the key dimensions and implications of the subject and therefore singularly mer-
ging the debate between scholars and policy-makers in the Western and Eastern
worlds. Hopefully it will be the trigger to an open and engaging dialogue between
actors within China as well as with external actors on the important subject of hu-
man rights as it relates to China.

The multidisciplinary approach adopted by the author, in terms of engaging with
the philosophy, politics, history and the law is a particularly valuable asset. Above
all else, it is structured well and therefore accessible to all levels of audiences.

I am delighted to see the publication of this book and recommend it warmly.

INTRODUCTION TO EACH CHAPTER

As a measure of value of human progress and civilization human rights are
important parameters in judging social development. The growth, development
and full realization of human rights are not only identical with the development of
the society but also go hand in hand with the development of history, culture, e-
conomy and science and technology. It is only after the foundation of the United
Nations and the enactment of the United Nations Charter that the international
community showed a common concern for human rights. As an international legal
instrument the Universal Declaration of Human Rights (hereinafter referred to as
the “Declaration” or UDHR) is not only the earliest and most influential docu-
ment in the field of international human rights, but also the most comprehensive
and systematic account of the concept of human rights. Besides the sections of
“Introduction” and “Conclusion”, this book includes seven chapters. I would
like to explain the main content of the book briefly as follows:

The section of “Introduction” consists of eight parts: concepts of human
rights; causes of the research; proposed questions to be investigated; signifi-
cance of the research; a brief review of relevant domestic and international litera-
ture; research methods; and a brief description of the contents of the sections of
this book. As a milestone in the history of human rights the release of the “De-
claration” established a common goal for the international community and be-
came a common standard of achievement of all nations and all peoples. Foreign

.academics have more concerned with the study of the “Declaration” and a num-
ber of important representative works have been arisen in this area. Although do-
mestic research in this area remains relatively weak, the present study is of broad
significance. Through literature studies, historical research, comparative stud-
ies, and comprehensive studies etc. , this book develops a systematic and com-
prehensive exploration of the historical origins, formulating process, textual

wording, and substantive content of the “Declaration”. It uses the Declaration as

a starting point from which to investigate the implementation of human rights pro-
tection in the United Nations and regional human rights protection systems, as
well as the progress made in the cause of human rights in China.

Chapter 1 concerns the historical origins of the Universal Declaration of Hu-
man Rights. This chapter makes a thorough inquiry of the historical origins of the
“Declaration” through a study of the philosophical foundation of human rights,
the theory of “Natural Rights” as well as the legal practice of the United King-
dom, the United States and France. The idea of human rights is an essentially
modern one that originated in Western bourgeois states relying on the philosophy
of natural law as an important basis for this concept. It is only after World War II
that human rights became a point of common concern among the international
community. The establishment of the United Nations and the agreement of the
United Nations Charter opened up new horizons for international human rights
protection. Human rights were mentioned seven times in the United Nations
Charter, which provided a legal basis for the respect, protection and promotion
of human rights and fundamental freedoms. New philosophical theories of human
rights, the theory of “Natural Rights” and the legal traditions of the United
Kingdom, the United States and France comprise the main historical origins of
the “Declaration”. However, the historical origins are not limited to these influ-
ences, but also include elements from non-western culture and their conceptions
of human rights.

Chapter II concerns the conception and development of the Universal Decla-
ration of Human Rights and addresses key aspects of its historical background,
the specific process of its development, international attitudes toward the early
drafts of the “Declaration” and Chinese representative P. C. Chang’s contribu-
tion to the drafting of the “Declaration”. Prior to 1940s, the cause of human
rights had made some progress, but the Nazi Holocaust completely changed glob-
al awareness of the importance of the protection of human rights and strengthened
the demands for the international protection of human rights. The formulations
contained in the United Nations Charter provided an important legal basis for the
develogment of the “Declaration”. According to the provisions of Article 68 of
the Charter, the Economic and Social Council set up the Commission on Human
Rights to provide the organizational structure for the development of the “Decla-

ration”. Under the leadership of the Commission on Human Rights, the Drafting
