From The Artist

The beautiful land of Russia has been my second motherland. My
youthful footprints are engraved upon her soil and I feel a part of me still
remain in the country where I grew to manhood. During the 1950s and
1960s, I completed my education at the St Pertersburg Repin Academy Of
Arts. Memories from those years are filled with wonderful stories and great
friends. The six years I spent in Russia helped me mature with a free spirit
and a lust for life as well as a healthy and strong physical body. Time pass-
es so quickly and it has been 30 long years since I have been able to re-visit
my ‘Motherland’ . The warmth of the countryside the beauty of the land
with its lakes. rivers and mountains are still as wonderful as in the memo-
ries kept from my youthful years. The Russian people are as warm, hard-
working and intelligent people as I remember. This proves that the friend-
ship between the Russian and Chinese people is unchanging through time
and history. Because of my deep feelings for Russia, I feel compelled to
paint the scenes of the country and to explore again the beauty and serenity
of the place where I grew up and became an artist I have returned three
times in recent years to my second motherland, and during these trips, I
felt again the melody of life in the Russian countryside. I couldn't help but
to draw and paint to capture the beauty of Russia and to introduce the beau-
ty and culture of Russia to my audience.

Resume Of The Artist

Hua Qing Zhang, the well known artist and professor from the Nan-
jing Art Institute, is a trustee of the China Artist Association, vice presi-
dent of JiangSu Art Association and president of JiangSu Oil Painting Soci-
ety. Bom in 1932 in the town of Fei City, ShanDong province, Mr.
Zhang graduated from the Fine Art Department of ShanDong University and
relocated to Beijing to pursue further training at the Central Art Institute. In
1956, He was seleted to study Fine Art in Russia by the Chinese govern-
ment and completed his education in 1962. Zhang obtained the title “Pro-
fessional Artist-Oil Painter” and received a Masters degree in Fine Art. Up-
on graduation, Mr. Zhang returned to China, where he became a professor
at Nanjing Art Institute and a guest professor at the ShanDong Teacher’ s
College, QuFu Teacher’s College. His works have been exhibited in nu-
merous domestic and international art shows and have been collected by
musuems and art galleries. Publications such as “Hua Qing Zhang’s Art
Work Collections” , “XinJiang Oil Painting Collections” have been circulat-
ed in both China and abroad. Mr. Zhang was invited to visit Japan to par-
ticipate in art shows in various cities throughout the country. Between 1994
and 1997, Mr. Zhang visited Russia three times and painted scenes of Far
Eastern cities such as St. Pertersburg, Moscow, Vladivostok and the Volga
River.
