This book contains nine chapters. The first chapter introduces the relevant concepts of urban planning and the
history of urban planning of Shanghai; the second chapter sets the new situations Shanghai facing and how urban
planning administration responded —the principals and measures; the third chapter to the sixth chapter explain Master
Planning of Shanghai , central city plan, suburb districts plan, industrial layout plan, special systems plan and key
areas plan; the seventh chapter introduces the system, mechanism and legislation sector of Shanghai urban planning
administration; the eighth chapter introduces the support systems of Shanghai urban planning administration; and
the ninth chapter foresees the development of urban planning administration of Shanghai. This is a medium term
assessment on the urban planning administration work of Shanghai in recent years, a conclusion and a improvement
based on plenty of administration practices and an achievement of proactive exploration during the urban planning
work of Shanghai.
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Forewords

Shanghai is located by the East China Sea, which is a national historic city with
a long and unique urban development history. Since the Reform and Opening up,
especially since the 1990s, Shanghai has achieved greatly both in economic and social
realms. Besides, Shanghai also has got a lot of achievements in city construction. In May
2001, the State Council approved Master Plan of Shanghai (1999-2020) which aims to
build Shanghai as a global city with prosperous economy, civilized society and pleasant
environment and one of the international centers of economy, finance, trade and shipping.
The plan also sets the strategic goals for the urban development of Shanghai.

As an important public policy, urban planning is a key way to realize the
development goals of the city. It is also a measure to arrange, manage and implement
all important urban facets including economic and social development, land use,
spatial layout and relevant construction within certain period. In order to carefully
implement Master Plan of Shanghai, with the guidance of the Ministry of Construction
and the great concern of the CPC Shanghai Municipal Committee and the Municipal
Government, the 5™ Conference of Shanghai Urban Planning was held in October 2003,
which clarified the development ideas and the primary tasks in the near future and
medium term period, also made arrangement for the urban planning in Shanghai under
the new situations.

The urban planning administration of Shanghai should persist in the guidance of
the Scientific Concept of Development; carry out general requirements of constructing
socialist harmonious society. It follows the principle of separating “formulation,
approving, and implementation” and the principle of separating “decision-making,
implementation and supervision”. It also follows the general requirement of “integrated
leading, integrated planning, integrated regulating, and decentralized hierarchical
managing”, so as to enhance the planning system and facilitate the implementation of
the plan. It is of great importance to improve the administration system and implement
long term effective management. It is also significant to forge ahead the construction
of laws and regulations, and enhance administration according to the law, therefore to
probe a suitable urban planning administration mode for Shanghai in the real practice.

In order to conclude the planning administration experiences of Shanghai in recent
years, to conduct a medium term assessment of the master plan’s implementation and
to explore a planning administration mode which is suitable for Shanghai, Shanghai

part contains two themes, one is the plan-making, covering master plan, central city
plan, suburb districts plan, industry layout plan, particular systems plan and key
areas plan, which introduce the plan-making in Shanghai, and particularly explains
the questions of “what to do”, “why to do” and “how to do” of each plan. The other
is the implementation of planning administration, which analyzes how planning
administration operations in Shanghai from the aspects of administration system,
operation mechanism, planning legislation and support systems. The conclusion
foresees the development of urban planning administration of Shanghai.

As a conclusion to the practices of urban planning administration of Shanghai,
there are possible insufficiencies of theoretical ideas, contents and materials in this
