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Abstract

With the development of economic in the city of
Shanghai, there are many changes in the grass root
communities where the structure is differentiation and
integration. In the thesis, the author discusses the issue by the
practices of the community governance, and discloses the
internality-reconstituted logic of social order.

In the thesis, the author analysis three cases in the
process of community governance. Fistly, the ways of
harmonizing the relations among Residents’ Committee,
Owns’ Committee and Realty Management Company, the
author indicates the influences of informal rules and formal
rules operated in the same time, and in the sometimes the
functions of informal rules preponderate over the formal ones
indeed. Secondly, the quasi-socialization logic of grass root
organizations, the author indicates that the grass root always
in the shade of the administration when they founded, and
legality resource is exchanged in the interactive process.
Thirdly, the socialization operation of mobilization governance,
the author indicates the administrative governance will operated in
effect when taking the socialization ways in the same time.

Based on the analyses, the author indicates that the

community governance has transfer centralize to multiple,
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and the social order in community has transformed: the
traditional social order has in the process of construction,
deconstruction and reconstruction. In the process, local
orders based on agents have emerged, and alter the current
social orders continuously.
