distance.
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Silky Cascades of the Milky Way
The most beautiful place on the new central line of Guangzhou is unquestionably the
manmade cascade in Tianhe(the Milky Way) train station plaza. Facing the once tallest
skyscraper—CITIC PLAZA, the 149-feet wide, 15-feet tall cascade looks just like a bright
ribbon over the glass wall.
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I'he Chen Clan Academy ‘
The Chen Clan Academy was the Clan Temple and academy for the Chen families from
surrounding 72 counties. Built more than a hundred years ago, the temple is a typical late

Qing Dynasty local structure, with numerous lime figures, wood carvings, stone carvings :
and brick carvings. Now the Academy houses Guangdong Folkart Museum with splendid

Moonlight over Huanghua Gang

Huanghua Gang(Yellow Flower Hill) Commemoration Park was built as a cemetery for
the 72 martyrs of the 1911 Guangzhou Uprising. The cemetery combines western archi-
tecture with south China gardening features which makes it a masterpiece in Chinese
modern architecture.
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Lotus Mountain Overlooks the South China Sea

The Lotus Mountain is formed by 48 red sandstone low hills with its peak standing 180
feet overlooking the sea. The mountain itself is a natural carving museum with numerous
quaintly shaped stones. In 1994, the world’s tallest Guanyin statue built on the Lotus had
become a famous masterpiece of art since then.
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
