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China Southwest University of Political
Science & Law (the former Southwest Institute
of Political Science & Law) was incorporated
in 1953 from College of Law, Chongging Uni-—
versity, and College of Political Science &
Law, Sichuan University, and Department of
Law, Chongqing College of Finance & Economy,
and Department of Law, Guizhou University
and Department of Law, Yunnan University dur-—
ing the restructuring of colleges of higher
leaning by the State Council in 1952. The
University was approved as one of the first
few key universities by the State Council in
1978 and was placed under the direct adminis—
tration of the Ministry of Justice. The former
Southwest Institute of Political Science &
Law was renamed China Southwest University of
Political Science & Law in 1995 with the af-
firmation and approval of the State Education
Commission and Ministry of Justice. The uni-—
versity has developed into a key comprehen—
sive universify featuring Economy, Manage—
ment, Journalism, Foreign Languages and Engi-—
neering with Law Science as the focus

China Southwest University of Political
Science & Law is situated in Chongging, a
famous historic and industrial city in South-
west China, with Shapingba and Yubei Cam—
puses. The University occupies an area of
over 100 hectares(over one million square
meters). Shapingba campus is set in pleasing
environment of green plants, lawns and trees
under the Gele Mountains, along the Jialing
River (one of the most important tributary
of Changjiang River), with a total area of
500 Chinese mu(333, 350 square meters). Yubei
Campus is located in Yubei District of
Chongging Municipality, with a total area of
1000 Chinese mu (666, 700 square meters).

The University is directed at training
advanced level specialized professionals with
thorough knowledge of law, economy, foreign
languages and computer technology, who are
geared to the needs of the rule-of-law State
and who are innovative and pragmatic in their



pursuits. The University at present has three
departments of Law, College of Criminal Investi-
gation and Forensic Science, College of Politics

Department of Management, Department of Foreign
Languages, Department of Economy, Department of
Specialized Journalism, Graduate School, Depart-—
ment of Basic Courses, Department of Physical
Culture, College of Adult Education and College
of Specialized Higher Vocational Education. There
are 4 points conferring doctorate degrees in Civil
and Commercial Law, Criminal Law, Procedural Law
and Economic Law, 12 points conferring Master
Degrees and 14 undergraduate programs, 20—-odd re—
search institutes on the campus and one “Na-—
tional Base for Cultural Quality Cultivation of
University Students”.

The University has a current total of 500 —
odd full time and part time teachers, 300-odd
technologists, and 300-odd other professionals
with higher academic or technological titles. The
faculty is renowned for their rigorous scholar—
ship, industry as well as matter—of-fact atti-—
tudes and down—to—earth pursuit of academic ex—
cellence. The student population on the campus
reaches 16,900, including 900 graduate students
working for their doctorate and master degrees,
8, 000—odd undergraduates or those working for the
second degrees in law and other disciplines, 8, 000-
odd adult education students. Since 1953, the
University has trained over 100, 000 students with
various levels of degrees or diplomas. All those
graduated from the University have won the repu-
tation of not only having profound knowledge in
their professions but also of their capabilities
of solving difficult and practical problems.

The University Library has a collection of
over one million books; the Forensic Centre is
delegated the right of forensic identification;
