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Abstract:For a long time, people have different understandings and in-
terpretations of Marxism and postmodernism. One possible reason may be the
absence of a critical dimension in the research field. Marxist critical and ques-
tioning spirit puts an end to the metaphysics and commences the revolutionary
transformation of philosophical thinking. Marxist criticism regards modern cap-
italist world as iis immediate targei, which reveals its critical, revolutionary
and practical essence. Postmodern ideological paradigm should also be inter-
preted as a critical thinking from a critical perspective and standing. If so,in
what sense should we judge the relation and distinction between the postmod-
ern deconstructive strategies and Marxist critical theories so as to recognize
their significance and value in the critical ideological tradition? To answer
these questions will undoubtedly be of theoretical meaning in understanding
the relationship between Marxism and postmodernism.
