Robert Moody, 52, is an experienced police officer. Much of
his work involves dealing with 1 and gang (H1{k) problems in
the schools of his community. Knowing that many kids often 2
trouble, he decided to do something about it. So in 1991 he began to
invite small groups of kids to go fishing with him on his day 3

Those fun trips had a(n) 4 impact. A chance encounter in
2,000 proved that. One day, 5 working security at a school
basketball game, Moody noticed two young guys 6 . He sensed
trouble between them. 7 one of them headed toward Moody and
gave him a hug.

“Talking about drugs helped prepare me for the peer ([ # A)
pressures in high school,” says Michelle, 17, who 17 the first
program.

Moody faces 19 in three years, when he hopes to run the
foundation full-time. “1’ m living a happy life and I have a
responsibility to my 20 to give back,” Moody says. “If I teach a
kid to fish today, he can teach his brother to fish tomorrow. ”
