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Abstract: Within the Catholic Church 1 find three principal concur-
rent theological models in operation. This does not cover everything but
does single out three representative ideal types of theology. I mean neos-
cholastic theology, a transcendental — idealist theology, and a postidealist
theology . Although they are very different, all three models fall within the
scope of theology in the Catholic sense. They reflect the complexity and

tensions of the present state of the Church.
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
