* About the poet:

Langston Hughes(1920-1967 )was a Black writer. He wrote countless short sto-
ries, a number of volumes of poetry, seven novels, and six plays. In his early volumes of
poetry, he successfully caught and projected scenes of urban black life, and his sket-

ches in verse with their undertones of bitterness, humor, and pathos aleo became a
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form of social protest.
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Why do you teach? A friend of mine asked me the question when | told her that | didn’t

want to be chosen as a civil servant in an administrative position. She was puzzled by that
because nowadays it seems that all Chinese intelectuals are taught to seek power
and money.

No one is born a teacher; on one is born a fool. Why | chose teaching as my career rather
than a job to eam a living is neither because teaching is easy for me, nor because | have pro-
found knowledge to know answers or teaching can make me eam a lot of money. | teach be-
cause teaching makes a full man; | teach because teaching makes an exact man; | teach be-
cause teaching makes a ready man. | have got a very strong feeling that 'm aways young
when ’'m teaching. Teaching also makes me learn that learning is endless and my students and
| heed to work together to answer all the questions and pursue the truth. So teaching does
give me confidence, challenge and opportunity to keep on leaming.

Every class leaves a very different impression on me; every class | feel something new my
students need to know; every class 'm contented with the sharp questions thrown by my
students.

One day, in class, a student of mine asked me about how to look at diploma at college.
| said, “ A college degree ien’t a sigh that one is a finished product but an indication that one
is prepared for life.” | teach because | enjoy finding ways of getting myself and my students
out of ivory tower and into the real world. You see, | wak therefore | think; | think therefore
| am.

In a very hot summer, everyone was sweaty in class when we had English literature ap-
preciation which made us cool because of Robert Frost and his poem “ Stopping By Woods on
a Snowy Evening”. At that moment, right here before me, there was really “a sweep of easy
wind and downy flake” . How | felt made me so emotionally comfortable that | couldn’t help re-
citing in class:

The wood are lovely, dark, and deep,



But | have promises to keep,

And miles to go before | sleep

And miles to go before | sleep.

After the class, students were reluctant to leave and one of them told me, “ Thark you,
Anthony, for bring me the beauty of English, the beauty of nature and the beauty of life.” |
didn’t remember how | got home after school on that day. Actually, these are the real reasons
why | teach the people who grow and change in front of me. Indeed, | never treat them as
students, but treat them as my friends. When we struggle to figure out every tough problem, |
feel I’ Il take off with these young people who are the bright future of the country where people
do believe that the bright future only belongs to those who believe in the beauty of dreams.

Teaching offers me much beyond money and power. It does offer me love no matter what
happens or how naughty the students are, being a teacher, you have to know patience is a
virtue and this virtue is real love which bears all things, believes all things, hopes all things and
endures all things.

And | occasionally find myeelf catching
my breath with yoﬁng people. If you ask me, “ Tony, if you turn back the hands of time, what
