HUMAX PAVILION Shibuya

Shibuya turned into a teenagers’ unusually
bustiing downtown in 90's. Along the
Shibuya Koen-dori (Park Street)” there was
a town symbolic amusement building of a
movie theater, restaurants, discos, amuse-
ment centers, etc. This complex became out
of fashion and was renovated as Humax
Pavilion whose appearance was something
provocative. It shows guotations from Gothic
tower, rocket-like futuristic and mechanical
design. Attracting peoples attention, it looms
like a huge sign and displays itself as a kind
of centripetal monument against neighboring
prosaic buildings. From a distance it looks
futuristic but details use classical style.
This architecture represents ambivalence:
past and future, function and decoration,
rationalism and irrationalism. It reminds us of
a magical mirror to reflect Janus faces of a
man. Upon a theme “high tension and relax-
ation after frequent visits” , there are various
restaurants, a Disney character shop, a
movie theater, a members’ club occupy from
the second basement to the 10th floor.
Above all, a Chinese restaurant and the
members’ club on the top floor were planed
to provide a space for adults as a refuge
place in Shibuya full of many young people.

STRADA

Strada project is composed of two small
buildings of different owners and it has
commercial, residential, and educational
space.

The site is in front of a narrow side street far
back from Aoyama-dori street, accessed by
one minute walk from Omotesando subway
station. It was originally one site but later
divided into two, so the project aimed to
make continuity between two buitdings.
Two facades were connected by a round
square on the border line and it shows a
visuals effect of unity. Russian restaurant
and whiskey bar were lured in the basement
of each building.

Regarding upper levels, one has a fashion
school and the other has a Japanese restau-
rant and residents. As the basement level
is completely different from the upper, appro-
aches between them were created separate-
ly. A road in front of building is very narrow
and you cannot see the whole of them.
Therefore facades were designed to keep
continuity from the interior and used some
expressive materials to be looked effective
within a very close range.
