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Foreword

One of the most significant international developments of the last decade has been the
great rapprochement between China and the west. It has been reflected not only in
political and economic relationships, but in a growing exchange of cultural experience.
It is perhaps in the written word that most difficulties have arisen. It is, after all,
reasonably easy to achieve a satisfactory mutual understanding in ballet, music, the

cinema and even the theatre. The barrier of language, however, is a formidable one.

As the peoples of China and the west begin to surmount this barrier, the world of book
publishing will become of increasing interest and importance. The traditions of pub-
lishing, both technical and commercial, are vastly different in the two cultures, and,
just as the people of Britain know little of Chinese publishing, it is virtually certain

that the strange jungle of British publishing is a mystery to most Chinese.

The appearance of the WORLD OF PUBLISHING: GREAT BRITAIN is therefore a
significant event in the development of relations between Britain and the People’s

Republic.
