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Doing is the Best Responsibility

Human civilization is stepping forward unavoidably in steady pace. With the
development of human civilization, a series of problems, such as plague, pollution,
weather, wars, terrorism, drugs, AIDS etc., are also coming into being; however,
the existence of these problems are the results of complex reasons. They bring many
political, cultural, economic and social disasters to human life; they destroy the
harmony and lapse from the original reason for civilization.

As noted by Mo Guanyao (2011),
the traffic in drugs covers 170 countries and districts , more than 130 countries and
districts are selling drugs, and the trade reaches over 800 billion US dollars, equalling
to 13% of the global trade. In 1990s, international drugs experts predicted that new
drugs like MDMC would become the major drugs and also the most dangerous
drugs in 21st century. New drugs represented by have appeared and quickly spread

in Yunnan province since 1990s. Yunnan province sits in the southwest of China,

holding 4060 kilometres borderline. Bordering on Burma, Laos and Vietnam and
abutting one of the biggest drugs origins, the “Golden Triangle”, Yunnan province is
the major route for global drugs smuggling and also the most drugs suffering area in
China. Furthermore, the drugs problem is coexisted with AIDS in Yunnan. Zhongwei
(2011) points out that from 1989 to the September of 2009, the cumulative number of
official registered HIV infected and AIDS suffered patients was from 146 to 72,939
representing 22.8% of national proportion, among them are 14,954 AIDS suffered
patients making up 14.6% of the national proportion, and the death toll is 9,291
accounting for 18.6% of the national mortality rate. From January to October of 2009,
there are 10,271 HIV infected and AIDS suffered patients, among which 2,509 are
AIDS suffered patients, and 1,432 died. Meanwhile, the HIV infecting rate of injection
drug users is still on significance level. Result shows that, the HIV infecting rate
of injection drug users in Yunnan reaches 26.6%. Hence, it is obvious that the drug
prohibition and AIDS prevention works are still serious in China; moreover, Yunnan is
the front line and key field for the battle. We are facing a severe challenge.

In the battle towards drugs prohibition and AIDS prevention in Yunnan province,
the basic strategy is trough profound and widespread drugs prohibition and AIDS
prevention education to enhance citizens’ consciousness and ability. The four sections
in this book are mainly about the drugs prohibition and AIDS prevention education
situation and methods in Yunnan, which can be viewed as a way of “doing”. As
educators, we believe we are incumbent on drugs prohibition and AIDS prevention
educational works; teaching and researching on it are the best ways to show our
responsibility. Let’s do it! Do it! Do it! Let’s make the stream of movements into the
floods of actions to solve one of our difficulties, prohibiting the drugs and preventing

the AIDS.
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
