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Abstract

This bock deals with the history of the political, economic
and social developments of India from the formation of Indian
Dominion 1o the time when Rajiv Gandhi took office as the
prime minister. The book analyses how Nehru government set
orientation and goals for the national development, laid down
the political and economic systems, development strategy and
domestic and [loreign policics according to Tndia’s condition, and
thereby pushed forward the course of modernization in every as-
pect. The success and failure of its performance are summed up.
The book then discusses how Nehiru Model was revised later by
both Shastri Government and Indira Gandhi Government ac-
cording to changing circumnstances. The author provides a de-
tailed analysis of the reasons why their revisions wcere limited
and examines what are the urgent tasks facing the nation to pro-

mote its economic development and perfection of democracy.
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
