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Biblical Viewpoints of Engels & their Sources

Abstract: The Bible had deep and internal influences on young En-
gels, since he was brought up in a devout Christian family. During the de-
velopment of Engel’ s important thoughts, he frequently quoted biblical
texts to demonstrate his points of views and published several influential ar-
ticles on The Bible. This article analyzes Engels’ biblical viewpoints and
summarizes them as the following three points: (1) Engels understood The
Bible from a scientific and rational perspective, (2) Engels interpreted The
Bible in a historical critical method, (3) Engels used the Scriptures with a
social concern. And then, this article explores the sources of Engels’ view-
points, including Schleiermacher’ s theology on the absolute dependence,
Strauss’ theory of mythology, Bruno Bauer’s historical analysis and Feuer-
bach’ s humanistic philosophy, etec.
